The Govt. of Karnataka has embarked on optimistic policy of introducing reforms in the power sector of Karnataka in  the year 1999 by enacting Karnataka Reforms Act.  In the first step the erstwhile Karnataka Electricity Board, which was responsible for Power Transmission and Distribution in the state of Karnataka was corporatised into Karnataka Power Transmission Corporation Limited w.e.f. 1.8.1999.


Subsequently, Transmission and Distribution functions of KPTCL were separated.  KPTCL remained as a Transmission Company. Distribution of power was entrusted to Four regional Distribution Companies w.e.f. 1.6.2002 viz., HESCOM,BESCOM, MESCOM & GESCOM.  One more Distribution Company was formed in Mysore  w.e.f. 1.4.2005 by bifurcating the jurisdiction of Mangalore Electricity Supply Company Ltd.,

HUBLI ELECTRICITY SUPPLY COMPANY LTD.,

Hubli Supply Company which was formed under Company’s Act on 01.06.2002. HESCOM is responsible for power distribution in Dharwad, Gadag, Bijapur, Bagalkot, Uttara Kannada, Haveri and Belgaum districts of Karnataka.
